Senior Minister 

St. Faith’s Narrabeen is now a community of six congregations, that share common 
visions and resources. 

Our most recently started congregation is one meeting at Collaroy Plateau (the Venue) 
on Sunday evening @ 6.30pm.  Under the leadership of Ed O’Conor and Steve & Sue 
Ross, my hope is that it will serve a group that find our other congregations 
“unsuitable”. 

Let me report briefly on our congregations.  First, I would highlight the transition of 
having Mike Heptonstall as Pastor of our 10.30 congregation, and the appointment of 
Mal Smith as children’s worker there, 2 days per week. (This was an initiative of our 
last Parish Council, for which I thank them.)  This congregation has many young 
families who have recently joined, and is growing well, under Mike’s leadership. 

Warriewood Anglican Church is healthy, though still small.  Good outreach efforts are 
planned, and we hope to see growth as a result of these.  Mid-week “Kids’ Clubs” have 
recently begun, there. 

“The Gathering” is growing gradually, and its initiative to reach those with addictions 
“The Bridge” has begun well. Our Sunday 8.30 church continues to have good 
attendances, and serves its members well.  And our Sunday @ Six congregation, under 
Chris Ekins’ leadership, is developing. 

Challenges ahead include finding more housing for our growing staff team, finding a 
person to serve in the War Vets’ in 2009, overcoming the growth limitations that our 
resources bring (eg limited parking @ St. Narrabeen site). 

In response to a request from a previous AGM we have planned an “All Parish Church 
Conference” for February 20-22nd 2009.  My hope is that this will be a great 
opportunity to build relationships across the Parish, and also to review our vision and 
strategies.  Also in 2009, we plan to participate in the Diocesan “Connect 09” program.  
The conference will be an opportunity to focus and inspire us for this effort.

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Grant Gallant’s Report – AGM  2008

I thank God for the progress I have seen at Warriewood Anglican Church in the last 12 
months.  It has been a wonderful privilege to share in the lives and partner in the gospel 
with the people at WAC.    

Here is a summary of 2007.   

Warriewood Anglican Church in 2007 

· The average attendance at WAC is around 40-44 adults and 35 children each week.   
· We have 6 Bible studies meeting each week. 
· Connecting with the local community - Warriewood Surf Life Saving Club. After 

training for my bronze medallion in 2006 I have been on a patrol and have been 
getting to know the other volunteer lifesavers.  Over the 2 seasons I have built some 
good friendships and have had good conversations about Christianity with a few of 
the men.  One mate that I recently spoke to about God said he had no need for God 
at the moment but one day he might.  I intend to keep chatting to him about God. 
My three eldest kids signed up for nippers for the second year and I continue to 
make the most of getting to know the many fathers that are involved in that sport.  I 
am thankful to God for the opportunity to be an ambassador for Christ in that 
mission field.  

· Under the leadership of Jeanette Madden (children’s worker) and Tom Brittle (MTS 
apprentice) we ran three successful children’s outreach events over the year – 
Young Children’s Concert, Winter Kids’ Holiday program, Kids’ Christmas 
Workshop.  Some encouragements from these events have been new kids attending 
2 or 3 of the events allowing us to build on the relationships with the kids and their 
parents.   

· Second half of the year we ran a Christianity Explored  group for men.  We rejoice 
with heaven over one of the guys who decided to follow Christ.   A few of the men 
are keen to continue looking at the Bible and have joined a men’s Bible study group. 

· In November we had our 2nd WAC getaway (houseparty).  Over 60 people attended 
and it was a great time of building on new & current relationships and growing in 
Christ. 

· December Mission (included a stall at Narrabeen Festival, door knocking, carols, 
kids’ Christmas workshop, men’s outreach BBQ).  December mission was an 
exhausting 4 days of mission but we were so thankful to God for its great success.  
The students from Perth were a great blessing and partnered well with us.  The stall 
attracted many people and we were able to raise the awareness of the church, invite 
people to Christmas meetings and talk to some about God.  

· Christmas at WAC – with 3 days of church meetings the Christmas Eve kids’ 
celebration was by far the biggest with 130 adults and children attending.  Over the 
3 days many new families attended and some showed interest in coming again soon.  
Please pray that they do. 
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· I continue to be involved in discussions with the management of the Anglican 
Retirement Village over the plans for building a village in Warriewood.  The plan 
is that the first stage of the development will be finished early 2009.  However, the 
multipurpose centre in which WAC will meet will not be finished until mid 2010. 

Some plans for 2008: 
· Tom Brittle continues as MTS apprentice.   
· Move my family into Warriewood Valley to be a part of the community. 
· We have begun 2 new after school kids’ groups to help reach out with the good 

news of Jesus – ‘Sweat’ (boys group), and ‘Rainbow’ (girls group). 
· Run the kids’ holiday program in July. 
· Run a parents course mid-year.   
· In November – WAC Getaway Church Conference. 

Prayer points for WAC: 

· Give thanks for the people at WAC.  Pray that we would continue to love and serve 
each other. 

· Ask God to send Christians to WAC to replace those that have gone out to serve in 
other places.   We need people to help serve in the meals ministry, welcoming, 
music, set up and pack up. 

· Give thanks for the many people who have heard the gospel last year through 
ministries at WAC.  Pray that these people would be keen to find out more about 
Jesus. 

· Pray that people at WAC would continue to connect with unbelievers in the 
community.   

· Give thanks to God for the people that are teaching the WAC kids in the Kingdom 
Kids program.  

· Give thanks for the work and service of Jeanette Madden (WAC children’s worker) 
and Anthony Flatt (student minister).  Pray that God would continue to use them to 
grow Christ’s church. 

· Pray for Tom Brittle as he settles into married life with Alison and continues his 
training.  Pray that he will have discernment about his future. 

· Pray for the two new after school kids groups.  Pray that many kids would hear and 
respond to the gospel.  

Children’s Ministry @ St Faith’s 2007

word over the year at 10.30 Sunday Club, and Kidsplus (under the leadership of 
Robin Vonk).

In 2008 God has again answered our prayers and raised up leaders 
for the various children’s ministries. 

· Once again Jo Harpur faithfully led a huge team of volunteer SRE (Special 
Religious Education) teachers in our local five primary schools. Throughout the 
year it was always encouraging to hear of children excited to grow in their 
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understanding about Jesus and kids who have committed their lives to him. Please 
play that we have enough teachers to cover all the classes.      

· Gumtrees Playtime continued to meet last year on Thursday morning with Deanne 
De Zueew coordinating the program with a small team of mum’s.  They continue to 
seek to build relationships with parents in the area and share the love of Jesus with 
them and their little ones.  

· After 4 years of overseeing the children’s ministry at St Faith’s I have handed it 
over to Mal Smith who was employed as the children’s worker for 10.30 church this 
year. I wish Mal all the best in his new ministry.

Thank you for your continued prayers and support of my family over the last year which 
was a particularly hard year with the birth of our fifth son Joshua and my family 
experiencing multiple health problems.  We are very grateful to God for his grace that gave 
us strength to persevere despite our trials and is continually with us to help us persevere in 
faith until our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ returns.

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I can’t believe that I’ve been serving at St Faiths for 12 years now. And once again, it was 
a huge honour and privilege to live and minister among you all in 2007. My main 
responsibilities were to pastor the Gathering and 6pm church – and by God’s grace, I had 
front rows seats to see God’s gracious hand at work in the lives of many people.  

The Gathering: The leadership team are great value. We work together to set vision, 
refine strategy, maintain momentum and look after people. Thanks to all the home group 
leaders for working so hard: Bos and Amanda, Dave and Jayne, Gordon, Neil and Liz. Our 
home groups are the backbone of what we’re doing and I want to say thanks for giving 
yourself to the task. Also, a big thanks to Beck McCausland who served the young girls in 
GG’s. Neil has also done a great job being my right hand man – it’s been great seeing his 
progress and growth as a leader, and the faithful job he’s done looking after the 
Management team (who keep the machine running – a huge thanks to you all!)  
We are still trying our best to encourage each other in the faith, to grow in our love for 
Jesus, and to reach new people for Christ. We still want to make more and better disciples.  
Over the last 4 years we’ve seen many new faces become part of our community. 
There has been good numerical growth at the Saturday meeting. We started in 2004 with 
34 people (30 adults, 4 kids). We now have 82 regulars (67 adults, 15 kids). 
There has also been growth in the number of home groups Last year we had 4, this year we 
have 5 (and we have over 50 people in home groups 
Finances are also going well – giving was over $55,000 last year, which more than covered 
all staff costs so we praise God for that. 
Please pray that we would continue to make more and better disciples of Jesus. Ask that 
God would be at work in the hearts of many, drawing them to Christ. 

The Bridge:  We launched the bridge in December 07, it is off to a great start. Thanks to 
those of you who’ve given money and prayers. We have a very keen core group, and have 
had several guests attend. Please pray for wisdom as we seek to lead and grow this 
ministry. Ask God to empower addicts to change, and that many would come to know 
Jesus. 

6pm Church: To say the least, we are a truly diverse community – made up of different 
ages, various levels of spiritual maturity (interested seekers, brand new Christians, 
seasoned warriors, and everything in-between) with an array of personal preferences 
regarding style of church. But we are God’s miracle family, with Jesus as our 
common unity, plugging away at loving and serving each other. In 2007, we held 
several open forums to listen to people’s feedback, ideas and suggestions. I personally 
found these extremely helpful, and hope some of our ministries have improved where 
needed.  
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I wanted to thank the Management Team for being such legends and for doing an amazing 
job of running our Sunday night meetings last year. Each member was overseeing an area 
of ministry, and they met monthly for prayer and planning. So you all know who to thank, 
spur on, and pray for - this is who they were: Kay Hale (Catering Queen), Michelle 
Thompson-Laing (Prayer Co-ordinator); Catherine Hintz (Welcoming and Newcomer 
dinners….Catherine has now gone to bible college and Matt Baines has stepped up to serve 
as Newcomer co-ordinator); Lindsay Walton (Sound); Dan Morton and Alice Davison 
(Music); James Kirsop (web/video); Evan Barnes (Powerpoint…and brand new husband to 
Alicia!), Ro Bennett (Bible readings), Andy Chloupek (Captain of Clean up); and last but 
certainly not least, Robin Vonk (who co-ordinates the team and does an absolutely great 
job of bringing everything together). 
I am constantly amazed at the number of new people at our Sunday night meetings. Every 
week, there are plenty of new faces – and I love seeing them being welcomed into our 
community so well. At the start of the year, there were 249 people attending regularly, and 
by the end of the year, there were 262. Most of these people are in bible study groups (over 
170 in adult bible study groups), and a large percentage are serving in ministries (not only 
related to 6pm church, but leading the youth and children’s ministries across a number of 
congregations). I praise God for the way he uses 6pm church to mature people in their faith 
and draw new people to Himself. Please pray for God to raise up more Bible Study 
leaders!!!

Finally, I would like to thank you for your friendship and partnership in the gospel. Please 
pray that God would cause a spiritual revolution on the Northern beaches, where thousands 
come to know Jesus. And please pray for God to keep working on me as a disciple – many 
of you know my faults and weaknesses, so please ask Jesus to transform me by His grace.

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Assistant Minister’s Report  

I am thankful for the past year, and for the many wonderful ministry opportunities God has 
presented us with.  It is a great privilege to be serving our great God and His people at St. 
Faith’s and at the War Vets’.   

As pastor of our 10.30 congregation over the last 12 months, I have been encouraged in 
many different ways.  Lea and I love having our children grow up among their wider 
church family at 10.30.  Like any family, 10.30 church is not just made up of young parents 
and little kids, but also a number of older folk, including grandparents, who love the 
relaxed family atmosphere at 10.30.  We’ve had many visitors and newcomers to 10.30 
over the past year, and it’s been exciting to be a part of the great things God is doing 
among us.  For example, over the the past three weeks (27/1, 3/2 & 10/2) 10.30 church has 
averaged 120 adults, plus we’ve started the school year with over 90 kids in our various 
Sunday morning programs, not to mention their Sunday School teachers, who faithfully 
come along to teach our kids the Bible.   

Our 10.30 service begins with some kids’ songs & a kids’ spot, which include music 
items, skits, talks & puppets shows.  The kids then go out to an excellent Sunday Club 
program, which is now overseen by our new Children’s Minister Mal Smith.  Ben 
Molyneux has also started in 2008 an exciting new ministry for Years 7-9 called Cross 
Talk, which also runs during 10.30 church. 

 We have about one baptism a month, and it’s been wonderful to see some of our baptism 
contacts becoming regular members of our church family.  We have a special kids’ church 
once a term, where often our youth band leads us in music, and where the Sunday School 
classes present items showing some of what they’ve been learning in Sunday Club. 

As a family seeking to be fully devoted to loving one another, our 10.30 congregation have 
regular social get-togethers.  Our Guess Who lunches (coordinated by Debbie Rodd) each 
term have been very well attended over the past year, and we had a terrific annual weekend 
away at Toowoon Bay last November.   

There are numerous Bible Study groups attached to 10.30 church, with 3 men’s groups, six 
women’s groups and three mixed groups.  They meet at a variety of different times to cater 
for different people’s needs, and it’s been tremendous seeing new members to 10.30 
welcomed and integrated into these groups.    The Tuesday night ‘Introduction to the Bible’ 
course that I’m running this term has about 35 members, of whom nearly 30 are from 10.30 
church.  Our Tuesday morning women’s Bible Study groups have been wonderfully 
coordinated by Charis Duce and now Sarah Jones.  They have a crèche for babies, toddlers, 
and pre-schoolers, and on Thursday morning we have a playgroup called ‘Gumtrees 
Playtime’ which is run by Rosemary MacGregor and Deanne DeZeeuw – this has been 
another exciting 10.30 ministry aimed at preschoolers and their parents – a great place for 
our young mums to invite their friends (& their pre-school kids) along too.   
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Various members of our congregation take on key roles in coordinating certain aspects of 
this ministry.  In addition to the vital and ongoing role our Bible Study leaders play in 
teaching and pastoring people, many others work together to facilitate our Sunday 
meetings.  To acknowledge just a few of our ministry coordinators: Nancy Laver does a 
fantastic job as our music director; Peter Shaw faithfully coordinates our prayer team; & 
Roncevelle Van Dort splendidly coordinates our morning teas.  As we’ve been blessed 
with many babies born into our church family over the past 12 months, Lea Heptonstall & 
Fiona Van Dort (our pastoral care coordinators) organise lots of people to make meals for 
tired mums and dads.  

In an effort to provide variety in our meetings and communicate on some wider ministries 
associated with St. Faith’s, we continued to have regular ministry spots and updates on St. 
Faith’s activities and ministry initiatives, as well as monthly oversees mission spots (by 
Craig MacDonald, our 10.30 mission rep).  Holy Communion, various interviews, videos, 
and other activities are also a part of 10.30 church.   

I am thankful for God’s ongoing provision as we meet to hear from Him in His Word, talk 
to Him in Prayer, sing His praises, encourage one another in our Christian faith, and share 
the gospel with others.  I thank God for our wonderful 10.30 church family that He has 
graciously allowed me to be a part of, and I pray that together we will grow in godliness as 
we trust and follow the Lord Jesus, and that many more families in our community will be 
reached for Christ.  Please pray that God will bring many more of our relatives, neighbours 
and friends from school, sport and other walks of life into His Kingdom as we witness to 
Christ and share with them the great news of the risen Lord Jesus Christ. 

As coordinator of our cross congregational men’s ministry team, I can report that we 
had a busy year in 2007.  We held a variety of events, with the aim of: supporting various 
other men’s ministries already occurring at St. Faith’s; facilitating greater fellowship 
among the men of St. Faiths; helping to train/equip men from a Christian perspective on 
issues concerning men (eg sex, marriage, and fatherhood); and outreach/evangelism to non-
Christian men.  The men’s team all contributed magnificently to these endeavours, and 
many in our various congregations have supported and been supported by this important 
men’s ministry.   

Finally, with respect to ministry in the War Vets’, God continues to provide us with 
many opportunities for the gospel.  In addition to the wonderful ministry of Rev. Hugh 
Scott and Larry Tolnay, the weekly services that I’ve been running in the hostels and 
nursing home (Connie Fall at 2.15pm on Tuesdays, Phyllis Stewart at 3pm on Tuesdays, 
Kokoda at 4pm on Tuesdays, North West at 8.30am on Fridays and Peter Cosgrove House 
at 10am on Fridays) continue to be well attended.  Evan Barnes attended some of the 
Tuesday services in 2007, and he is taking over two of these services this year.   I’ve also 
been meeting fortnightly with two Bible Study groups of residents in independent living (at 
Cutler Village Hall on Tuesdays and in the D & J Amenities building on Fridays), which 
continue to be a great encouragement.  I also continue to attend and be involved in the War 
Vets’ Chapel at 3pm on Sundays, sometimes leading and preaching.  Our chapel committee 
meets monthly on a Wednesday to review and plan.  In addition to writing a monthly 
article for the CEO’s village newsletter, I attend (often with my family) the weekly village 
lunch on a Friday to serve meals and talk with residents.  I’m also called upon to visit 
residents, to minister to families grieving the death of a loved one, and to conduct various 
funerals.   
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One area of ministry we’ve been further developing in the village is that of visiting in the 
War Vets’ nursing home.  We have a number of members from St Faith’s who have been 
or are just starting to regularly visit two or three lonely residents in the nursing home 
approximately each fortnight.  Since retiring from full-time medical practice, Marion Baker 
has shown great enthusiasm, initiative and care in pastoral ministry, visiting residents in 
numerous parts of the War Vets Village.      

Please pray for Hugh, Larry, Marion, myself and others who minister in the village.  Pray 
for our perseverance, energy, compassion, sensitivity and boldness as we proclaim the risen 
Lord Jesus, and pray that many people in the War Vets’ Village will hear the gospel and 
put their trust in the Lord Jesus Christ.

2007 Highlights�
KYLC  – in January, 11 of our youth leaders took a week out and headed up to Katoomba for the 
Katoomba Youth Leadership Conference. This week was an awesome week of hearing from God’s 
word from gifted bible teachers like Bill Salier and learning practical skills about leading young 
people in our youth ministries. It was also a great time of fellowship for our leaders as we met with 
hundreds of other youth leaders from around Australia. Because our church is serious about 
training our leaders to be godly and effective in their ministry, St Faith’s subsidised the cost of this 
week for our leaders, and I know they greatly appreciated the support – so a big thank you from 
the youth leaders to you!�

KYCK 07  – at the end of the school holidays in April, about 65 people from our youth ministry 
(including leaders) headed up to Katoomba for a weekend conference for youth. Can you imagine 
the “tin shed” at the KCC site filled with 3000 screaming teenagers??  I couldn’t either, but it 
quickly became a reality! The weekend was such a great time for the crew who came along – to 
see so many other teenagers also hearing from God’s word, singing his praises and sharing in 
Christian fellowship was such a great encouragement for them in their own personal walks with 
God. There were a number of leaders questioning the wisdom of the decision to camp at Katoomba 
at this time of year (and maybe some parents as well) but the camping proved to be a big hit (and 
we’ll be doing it again this year!). A big thank you to the Madder and Everingham families who 
made sure we kept warm, ate food and were generally looked after over the weekend – you guys 
did an amazing job!�

MI:07  – in September we had our annual youth group camp, Mission Impossible. Usually just for 
the ASIO and Soulies groups, this year we also invited the Grommet’s (year 6) along. We heard 
great talks from 1 Peter on being aliens and strangers in this world and being different for Jesus.

We thank God for the blessings of this past year, a nd the opportunities He 
has given us, as women of St Faith’s, to be involve d in outreaching to our 
community, and to meet together, to encourage one a nother, and to grow as 
women of God. 

Outreach events included a Coffee and Dessert night at the home of Stuart and Kathie 
Neilson, where Gillian Davis spoke about a “Christian’s Perspective on Guilt”. We also 
hosted two Christmas card making events, where Bec McCausland and Kate Harpur spoke 
about the real meaning of Christmas. All these occasions were excellent opportunities to 
bring non-Christian friends to hear the gospel, and to share fellowship in a relatively non-
threatening environment. We especially thank Meri Cusworth for all her hard work 
preparing for the card making; and Kathie and Stuart for again opening their home to us. 

Sue Ross also co-ordinated a Pink Breakfast for Cancer in October, which was supported 
by many from the community.

Jenny Brown; and a seminar on “Depression” with speaker Linda Campbell. Both were 
very well received and more seminars addressing similar vital issues have been requested.  
We were also challenged in hearing Jeanette McCausland speak to us on “Women in the 
Persecuted Church.” Jeanette shared from her experiences with Open Doors. Insights also 
came from Ashleigh Hooker and  Natalie Berrill who shared from the wealth of their 
overseas experiences. We also enjoyed an all day seminar at Harbord, with gifted speaker 
Carmelina Read teaching us about “Forgiveness”. Parishioners from St Mark’s Harbord 
were invited to join us for this, and it was generally voted to be an excellent day. 

In 2007, many women attended a number of conferences, including CWCI, Katoomba 
Women’s Convention, EQUIP and Shimmer. The feedback from all of these was that they 
were very worthwhile and it is hoped that more women will go to these in 2008.    On a 
weekly basis, women continue to meet in Bible Study groups and on a one to one. They 
share at Playtime, Quilting Club, at Scrapbooking, and at Mother’s Union. 

It has been a busy year, but one of many blessings, where we have seen people grow in 
their faith, and others being challenged by the gospel. I thank all the members of the 
Women to Women Team for their hard work, their commitment and their vision. They 
have a heart for the women of St Faith’s, that they might be nurtured; and for the women of 
the Northern Beaches, that they might come to know Christ----and I thank God for their 
willingness to share in this ministry.

December 2007

The library currently comprises the following (figures for December 2006 are in brackets):

The outside tapes/discs have been donated by church members; they are reviewed by a 
minister or a warden before being added to the library. 

During 2007, 79 tapes were borrowed, i.e. an average of 1.5 tapes per week, the lowest 
average since the library began in 1999 (in 2006, 217 tapes were borrowed at an average of 
4.2 tapes per week).  St Faith’s and Outside audio tapes were equally popular, with 34 (St 
Faith’s) and 35 (Outside) separate loans (in 2006 Outside audio tapes were the favourites 
with 112 separate loans). 

The library operates on an honour system.  Borrowers chose their tapes/discs, write them in 
the Loan Book, and mark them off on return.  This system has operated very successfully 
to date. 

St Faith’s sermon tapes are also available for purchase each week.

Term 3, 2007 - Reformation Church  History       

This is a most important topic about “Why I am an evangelical Christian”  
This time Carol Giles, a member of Narraweena Baptist Church, topped our SFBC examinations 
with a distinction level pass. 
Congratulations to Frede Linton our most mature student who had her 90th birthday recently. 
What a wonderful example of the motto ‘ You are never too old to learn’ She never misses a 
Wednesday lecture and contributes actively to the class discussions . 

Consider doing our basic course the ‘Preliminary Certificate in Christian Studies.’ 
With ‘Recognition of Prior Learning’ applying to any subjects passed at PTC level with Moore 
College it becomes a strong consideration. The other advantage is that the SFBC course has 
been subsidized so that we can offer it at no cost to the student. This eliminates any financial 
barrier to Christian study.

Again our students have increased dramatically with over 50 students now doing it through 
SFBC, with at least 30 of them enrolled to do it through the Moore College PTC course with 
Mike Heptonstall on Tuesday nights.
